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Retired? If you have read the accounts of the missionary retirees 
featured in the bulletin over the last month you are well aware 
that retirement means only a change in venue. They all have one 
focus and that is to serve our Lord as long as they are able. 
 

David & Margaret Martin 
Dave and Margy served with TEAM of Canada 
or ‘The Evangelical Alliance Mission’ in New 
Guinea ministering to the Dani tribe.  David also 
served as International Director (RBMU 
International), Field Director (Papua, 
Philippines), and Asia Director (World Team). 
The following will give you a peek into their 
current activities: 
David writes “We’re writing to keep you informed and to ask for 
your prayers. Thank the Lord with us for the provision of 
"Temporary Stay" visas for both of us for Papua, Indonesia. Our 
current visas not only allow us to stay longer and obtain exit-re-
entry permits for future visits, but also to teach in a more formal 
setting. This will be at Karubaga, where we plan to arrive on 
February 9 and remain until the 23rd.  We have also been asked 
to visit outlying areas. Later in our schedule we will be in 
Singapore for 10 days, and I will be speaking there on 2 Sundays 
(March 14 and 21) including sharing with the Filipino 
congregation. On Saturday the 20th I will be doing a mini-seminar 
on missions, based on the work God has done among the Dani 
people. This is all at the request of the church we attended from 
1997 - 2000, Bethesda Pasir Ris Mission  Church. 
Pray for us that the ministry of the Word will not be hindered, and 
will be in the power of the Holy Spirit.  On each trip like this we 
are amazed at the many opportunities the Lord gives us to 
minister to others in unplanned and unexpected ways. Pray for 
open doors and readiness of heart and mind, of both ourselves 
and of those to whom we speak.  
In the midst of this hurting world, where evil seems rampant and 
where earthquakes, terrorism, and war devastate the lives of 
many, the Lord continues to call out a people for His name’s 
sake. He is building His church just as He said He would. And He 
has given all of us the amazing privilege of having a part in what 
He is doing.  Many of you have been a part of what He has done 
among the Danis. Through your prayers, and for some of you 
through your financial support of our ministry, you have impacted 
many lives for God’s glory. I wish each of you could witness first 
hand what He has done, but one day you will, as you continue to 
"lay up treasure in heaven." Thank you from the bottom of our 
hearts.
